Plaintiff claims that he has agreed to purchasec from defendant agricultural
land bearing Survey No. 57 situated at Haveli District, Pune for
consideration of Rupees two lac fifty thousand by executing an agreement of
sale dt. 6.3.2009. On the date of agreement he has given to defendant carnest
amount of Rupees fifty thousand and he was put in possession of the land.
Sale deed was to be executed within six months {rom the date of agreement.
As defendant failed to do so, plaintiff has filed this suit for specific performance
of contract and in the alternate for refund of earnest amount with interest

and compensation.

Averments in the Written Statement

Defendant resisted the suit by contending that agreement is not enforceable
as it was executed only as a security for loan amount of Rupees fifty thousand
which he had borrowed from plaintiff for higher education of his daughter. He
has repaid the loan amount of Rupees thirty thousand and was ready to rcpay
the balance amount of Rupees twenty thousand. Plaintiff was never put in
possession of the suit land. Plaintiff has suppressed these material facts.
Plaintiff has also not pleaded his readiness and willingness to perform his part
of the contract nor issued any notice to him before filing of this suit. Hence

on all these grounds plaintiffs suit is liable to be dismissed with costs.
