The soul of democratic legality is its social dimension best expressed in the words
of Julius Stone as Human Law and Human Justice. The expression of the goals of legal
justice adopted by a community, based on its historical, social, cconomic and cultural
conditions, and the strategics whereby its value judgements are accomplished, constitute
its jural postulates and processes. Law 1s a normative and regulatory system and
mechanism as a means towards social justice. Law ways must lead to orderly progress
of the nation if functional justification and social validation must be found for their
observance. In sum, Law India fulfils itself only when the spirit of change and the spirit
of conservation march in step. Aware Lawmen are architects, engineers, statesmen and
synthesists, not prisoners of stare decisis, not robed men who go-it-alone, not trained
machinists in litigative techniques or text book teaching. They are the avant garde
giving pragmatic shape to ‘the felt necessities of the time, the prevalent moral and
political theories and institutions of public policy.” They draft, interpret and implement
statutes in such manner that rapid evolution keeping pace with the mores of the
community is organized through socially purposeful normative prescriptions. Lawyers
and legislators will do well to realize that our cthos is a precious testament of the past
but our nation will break to pieces if we do not break with the unjust part of the past.
Mere change without conservation may lose our identifiable entity and end up as a
disastrous carbon copy of foreign systems. Mere conservation without change cannot
conserve, since the flux of the world around and massive hunger for the good life
compel radical readjustment as the price of peaceful continuance. My thesis is that if
Law is to living, creative innovations and dynamic synthesis are essential to the rule of
law and constitutional order. This is not jural rhetoric nor legal romantics but simple
realism and communal sensitivity. The call to lawyers-an expression which must
include law-makers and implementers, not merely the Bench and the Bar-must
necessarily be to modernize legal technology fertilized by ongoing social interaction, to
work out original legal models and to produce viable principles which will clothe with
flesh and blood, Article 38 of the Constitution which reads :
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“The State shall strive to promote the welfare of the people by securing and
protecting as effectively as it may a social order in which justice, social, economic and
political, shall inform all the institutions of the national life.”
