The tribal communities and many of the labouring class living in villages and slum areas in the cities  in India are said to be the most marginalised class in the country. They belong to the category of scheduled casts and scheduled tribes, seem to be in a depressed state of affairs even after seven decades of Indian Independence. The Governments at the entire three tiers have long been taking various steps for the amelioration of the living conditions and standard of living of these class of people in all respects. As a result of these, even though there are considerable improvements in the status, education, living standard, health and living conditions of these people in some areas, there is still an argument in their favour  that they face a developmental crisis particularly in the globalised scenario. It is also alleged that there are a lot of human rights violations, ostracism, and torture, and oppression, suppression of rights, devastation and exploitations against these communities in the length and breadth of this nation. There is also a view that the kind of reforms which is being practiced and measures being taken in the country for the upliftment of these communities, particularly that of the tribals does not suit to their    environment and requirements and it does not reap the expected results. Therefore, the governmental machinery sought to achieve the objectives, miserably fail in their attempt. Thus the budget allocations do not properly reach the needy poor for their real development and it becomes a waste of public fund and therefore, there is an urgent need for reforms in all these areas.  In the above circumstances, it is desirable to explore the real state of affairs by providing an open platform to air the divergent views and bone of contentions in an independent manner with utmost liberty. It highlights the demand for organising a National seminar to unearth the ground realities and burst the myths of whatever nature. With this end in view, the Dalit Empowerment Clinic of CLIJEO propose to conduct a national seminar titled “The Developmental Concerns of the Depressed Class in India in the Globalised Scenario”.
